Languages. Hood offers a Bachelor of Arts in History, a concentration in Public History, and minors in History and Public History.

Mount St. Mary’s offers a Bachelor of Arts in History with optional concentrations in Applied History — Digital and Applied History — History & Business.
University of Maryland College Park offers a Bachelor of Arts in History (with an area of concentration that is geographical, chronological, or thematic) and a History minor.

Towson offers a Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science in History and a History Secondary Education Concentration.
