High School or Ms. Sherri Krovis at Oakdale High by April 1, 2022.

Each applicant’s completed packet of materials will be forwarded to the New Market District
Lions Club at the close of school day on April 1, 2022 for evaluation. Scholarship winners and
their parents will be invited to attend the Lions Club meeting at the New Market Fire Hall on
May 2, 2022 for presentation of the scholarships.
